Clive describes Dore village as he looks
at an acrial photograph taken in 946, “By
then we had moved mio No.11 Causeway
Hend Road where Grannic Unwin and
Auntic Maud Turver had lived, It was a
much larger comer house with a pood
vard at the back where | used to play
cricket with my cousin Peggy who lived
at 16 Leyfield Road. Sometimes the ball
would end up on the roof of the Co-op
Stores next door and we were supposed to
ask permission to get it down but we
didn’t at the weekend when the shop was
vlosed,” Clive’s cousin Peggy (Margaren
Tiddy) was a very sporty girl who went fo
High Stoers Schonl, hecame n PE teacher
and played for Lancashire in the Ladies
Cricket team.

Clive gives the names of all the shops and
shophkespers as well as the familics whao
lived nearby. It s a list that includes three
butchers, three grocess, a green grocers as
well as the post-office (Postmaster
Stanley Mace), Marshall’s comer shop
and Mr,Holmes” fish and chip shop, “Dore
wits @ very different place then!™ sighs
Clive.
